Presentation of Galerija Gregor Podnar
Galerija Gregor Podnar was established in July 2003 in Kranj nearby Ljubljana as part of the Association DUM.

The Director of the gallery, Gregor Podnar had been running Galerija Škuc in Ljubljana as Artistic Director from 1996 till June 2003. While taking part and working on several international curatorial projects, he was the curator of the U3 – Triennial of Slovene Contemporary Art / Museum of Modern Art, Ljubljana in 2000 and together with Hans-Ulrich Obrist he curated the Off-biennale of the 24th International Graphic Biennale in Ljubljana in 2001.  He established the art fair programme of Galerija Škuc and participated at three international fairs in Basel (Liste 02 and Liste 03), Berlin (Art Forum 2002) and Moscow (Art Moscow 2002 and 2003). 

In autumn 2003 Gregor Podnar took part the first time under the name of Galerija Gregor Podnar at Art Forum Berlin and at Artissima 10 in Turin.

Location Kranj

The city of Kranj has both traditional and recent connections to contemporary art. In the beginning of the 60-ies the first actions of the conceptual avant-garde group OHO had started in Kranj, and also two of the Gallery’s artists: Miha Knific and Tobias Putrih come form the city.

With an innovative addressing of the local public we aim to mediate art activities and make a vivid exchange possible between the capital Ljubljana and Kranj, as well as widen  awareness of a local tradition in  contemporary art practices.

General programme 

By continuing his line of previous curatorial and gallery work Gregor Podnar aims at running a production centre, which plans to collaborate with different commercial and non-commercial galleries and institutions within and outside Europe. In 2004 we are working on different projects with the following galleries: Galerie Eugen Lendl (Graz), Lisson Gallery (London), Galerie Markus Richter (Berlin), Galerie Baukunst (Köln), and Max Protetch Gallery (New York).  Currently, the gallery works as part of the Association DUM but on a longer-term it wishes to develop in parallel to this a business structure in the art market based on private partnership. 

Exhibition programme 2004

In April 2004, after the inaugural exhibition »Venture« Galerija Gregor Podnar will show new filmic works by Miha Knific (Kranj/Ljubljana) and in June will present video works by Yael Bartana (Tel Aviv/Amsterdam).  Then follows the connected presentation of Tobias Putrih (Ljubljana/New York) and the British duo John Wood & Paul Harrison (Bristol) in collaboration with Galerie Markus Richter in Berlin. This will also be shown at the Galerie Markus Richter and at Galerie Bauhaus in Cologne. In October Galerija Gregor Podnar presents recent works by Goran Petercol and Dan Perjovschi. The two international artists from Zagreb and Bucharest are invited to work together on a joint project for the first time. The solo exhibition »Geographies« in November by Moscow based artist Yuri Leiderman will introduce his new cycles of works. 

At the end of 2004 the Gallery plans to host the group exhibition »Nothingness« curated by Neil Robert Wenman from Lisson Gallery, London, in collaboration with Galerie Eugen Lendl, Graz, with works by Art & Language, Manfred Erjautz, Ceal Floyer, Dan Graham, Hans Haacke, Sol Lewitt, Jonathan Monk, Werner Reiterer, and others.

Art Fairs

In 2004 Galerija Gregor Podnar will participate at three international art fairs: Liste 04. The Young Art Fair in Basel, Art Forum Berlin 2004, and Artissima 11 in Turin.

The Gallery represents well-known, internationally working artists from Eastern European centres, like Attila Csörgő, Vadim Fiškin, Irwin, Yuri Leiderman, Goran Petercol, and Giva Rigvava, as well as young emerging artists from a wider context, like Alexander Gutke, Magnus Larsson or Tobias Putrih. Works are also available from Olafur Eliasson, Antal Lakner, Kazimir Malevič 1985, Tadej Pogačar and Marjetica Potrč.
